- Jedi Projector sphere and base
« Audio CD tour

+ 3 image strips

« 4 adhesive rubber foot pads

Assembly
Only an adult should install and
replace batteries.

Tool required — small Phillips head
screwdriver. ©

1. Apply an adhesive rubber foot
pad to the bottom of each of the
four feet on the base. (In some
cases, they may be already
installed.)

2. Open the battery compartment
cover on the projector sphere
using a small Phillips head
screwdriver (see Figure 1). Insert
three fresh type “C"/"LR14”
alkaline batteries. Make sure the
“+"and “-"ends are placed
correctly, as indicated in the

battery compartment. Replace the

battery compartment cover. Do
not over-tighten the screw.

3. To test the projector light, turn the

On/Off switch so that it points to
“ON."The projector should now

light up. Turn the switch so that it

points to “OFF" (If the projector
does not light up, recheck the
battery placement. Make sure all
three batteries are fresh.)
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
